	Where do I Live?
- Use simple fieldwork and observational skills to study the geography of their school & its grounds + the key human & physical features of its surrounding environment.
- Use simple compass directions and locational and directional language to describe the location of features and routes on a map.
- Learn about playgrounds with Dora the explorer. Gather information through field work, orienteering, measuring and map activities. Explore playgrounds in other parts of the world and learn a playground game. Draw pictures of your ideal playground and campaign for a playground improvement. 
- Children use the poem ‘My House’ to think about their home, and then the other types of buildings in the locality; if they were to build their own home like the 3 Little Pigs had to, what materials would they use?
- Children build upon their knowledge of plants and growing. Learn what plants need to grow, why our natural spaces are important and visit a local garden. 
Through a series of lively activities children will build upon their knowledge of parks in their local area. With the help of Steve Backshall, they will explore features of parks and develop their geographical skills. 
- Map the local area to locate parks and playgrounds; What shops do we have in our locality? One person wants an ice-cream, another a comic and a third new boots – where can we buy these items? The classroom becomes a ‘miniature village’ as local businesses are reproduced. Finish by working together to produce a trail around the locality. 
Learn key geographical vocabulary and carry out map work. Build a picture of Kenya through a series of activities such as role play and hot seating, wellington gardens & making clay furniture. Gather research for an informative brochure and take part in `The City & Countryside Debate´.
	Life in the City
- Children will explore what a city is and what makes a city a city. Children will learn that cities are important and are places where major decisions are made. Children will locate some major cities around the world.
- Children will explore human and physical features found in cities. Children will use new vocabulary to locate and describe the physical and human features found in Vancouver.
- Children will look closely at the physical features of Edinburgh and Cape Town. Children will use language to describe and compare the physical features of two different cities.
- Children will look closely at the human features of Edinburgh and Cape Town. Children will use language to describe and compare the human features of two different cities.
- Children will explore what a bird’s eye view is and describe maps from this perspective. Children will explore how to use symbols to represent objects in a bird’s eye view map
	Modern Europe
- Children will identify the seven continents of the world before looking more closely at a map of Europe. They will compare Europe with other continents in terms of its size and features and identify the seas and oceans surrounding Europe. Children will use facts they have learnt to answer questions and annotate maps.
- Children will identify Europe on a world map before locating the UK within Europe. They will then go on to explore the names and locations of other European countries. They will annotate maps of Europe with the names of countries.
- Children will recap the location of a variety of European countries. They will then explore some human features of different European countries, including flags, currencies, and governments. Children can then identify a country from given clues, complete information in a table or match countries to their flags.
- Children will identify the difference between a continent, country, and capital city before identifying the capital cities of a variety of European countries. They will use maps to locate capital cities and start to explore features of some major cities.
- Children will recap some major capital cities in Europe before choosing two to compare. They will generate questions to help them compare the physical and human features of London and Paris or choose two capital cities they would like to explore and compare for themselves.
- Children will choose one European country to research in detail. They will generate questions they can ask to help them find out information, and use a
variety of sources of information to find answers. Children will consider both the human and physical geography of their chosen country, presenting the information in a variety of ways.
	The Mediterranean
- Children will use a range of maps to describe the geographical location of the Mediterranean and recognise it’s place in Europe, deciding on where to ‘draw the line’ 
- Investigate the political / relief / tectonic maps of Europe and the Mediterranean
- investigate countries within the Mediterranean using a range of sources
- depth study of Italy as a whole country and then the specific region of Bologna, comparing their lives with children living there. They will make direct contact with pupils in Bologna to enhance their understanding

- Children will recap and learn some key facts about the UK. They will locate the UK on a world map and identify the four countries and capital cities. They will find out information about aspects such as area, life expectancy and population.
- Children will learn what a county is and find out how the counties of England can be split into regions. They will then undertake a variety of activities to help them locate and identify different counties of the UK.
- Children will learn the difference between a town and a city before going on to locate some of the UK’s major cities on a map. They will describe where different towns and cities are in relation to one another. There is also the chance to explore a particular UK city in detail.
- Children will start to understand the difference between a hill and a mountain and are given a brief explanation of how mountains are formed. They will go on to explore some of the hills and mountains of the UK and identify their features and key facts.
- Children will find out about the coastline of Britain and identify the seas and oceans that surround the UK. They will use photos to identify similarities and differences between different UK beaches and use appropriate geographical vocabulary to describe their features.

	Rainforests
- Investigate tropical  and temperate rainforests and locate these on a map
- Explore the tropical and temperate biomes
- Identify key physical features of a tropical rainforest
- Investigate which kinds of animals and plants grown there
- Investigate settlement and land use, comparing South America to the UK
- Research the Kayapo tribe and compare to their own lives

- Learn about the climate and rainfall facts of temperate and tropical rainforests

	Volcanoes
- Children will learn what a volcano is before locating some of the world’s most well-known volcanoes. They will describe where these volcanoes are in relation to the northern and southern hemispheres, and the equator. They will then use a variety of information sources to find out further facts about volcanoes.
- Children will look at photos of volcanoes erupting. They will learn what causes a volcano to erupt and
what happens during an eruption. They will have the chance to explore labelled diagrams and begin to understand the impact volcanic eruptions have on the surrounding environment. 
- Children will learn and interpret new vocabulary associated with volcanoes. They will learn about the three types of volcanoes (composite, shield, and dome), how they are formed and why they are different. They will also find out the difference between an extinct, active, and dormant volcano and will be able to explain this to others.
- Children will learn what the tectonic plates are and identify which plates different countries lie on. They will understand how these plates move and how this can cause volcanoes and other natural disasters such as earthquakes. They will look at the ‘ring of fire’ and identify why volcanoes particularly occur along fault lines.
- Children will explore why people live in volcanic areas and what the various benefits of this can be for people, such as fertile soil and mining opportunities. They will also find out about some of the different species of flora and fauna that live in volcanic areas.
- Children will consider ways in which life in a volcanic area is like or different from life in a nonvolcanic area. Using photos as a stimulus, your class will compare Hawaii with the area they live in, noticing similarities and differences in geographical features and lifestyles.
	Comparing People and places
- Locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus on Europe (including the location of Russia) and North and South America, concentrating on their environmental regions, key physical and human characteristics, countries and major cities
- Understand geographical similarities and differences through the study of human and physical geography in a region of the United Kingdom, a region in a European country. And a region within North or South America
- Describe and understand key aspects of physical geography including climate zones, biomes and vegetation belts, rivers, mountains, volcanoes and earthquakes.
- Describe and understand human geography including types of settlement and land use, economic activity including trade links, and the distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals and water
- Locate their local area on a national map using Google maps and other mapping software.
- Compare satellite and map views of the local area and discuss the similarities and differences using geographical language.
- Consider the reasons why people live in a rural area, research rural jobs and contemplate the advantages and disadvantages of rural living.
- Prepare research questions about the local area and question a local visitor about their working life.
- Learn how to use a map and compass to get their bearings.
- Be able to plan and produce a map of the school grounds, with main geographical features represented on a key.
- Collate knowledge of the local area, including its features and characteristics and identify those features which may appeal to others who live elsewhere.
- Identify their local area’s unique selling point to tourists from outside the area.
- Locate their local area on a national map using Google maps and Digimaps.
- Compare satellite and map views of the local area and discuss the similarities and differences using geographical language.
- Identify the reasons why people live in an urban area.
- Research the jobs and lifestyles of those living in their local area.
- Discuss the advantages and disadvantages of urban living and prepare questions for a visitor.
- Visit the local area and learn how to use a map and local landmarks to get their bearings.
- Collate knowledge of the local area, including its features and characteristics and identify those features which may appeal to others who live elsewhere.
- Identify their local area’s unique selling point to tourists from outside the area.


	Summer 1
(Education for Social Responsibility focus)
	Life Below Water:
Our Changing World
- Children will learn to define water pollution, state or outline some of the causes of water pollution and describe the global inequality of access to clean water
- Children will explore and understand the threats of plastic waste to our oceans and  generate and explore ideas of how to better control discarded trash from entering
our oceans
- Children are introduced to the idea that pollution is causing the planet to warm up and change the climates around the world. They discuss what pollution is and where it comes from and explore some different climates from around the world.
- Children recap what they learnt about climates and climate change from the previous lesson. They investigate how some of the climates are changing and how this can cause some different effects such as flooding, droughts and melting ice caps.
- Children begin to look at different ways that they can reduce the pollution being created, especially by power stations. They discuss methods they could use to reduce
how much energy they use and conduct investigations into renewable energy sources such as wind and solar energy.




	Clean Water & Sanitation
- Children will begin by thinking about where water can be found. They will then learn that over half of the world is covered in water. They will look at the differences between seawater, frozen water and freshwater, where they can be found, and whether we can drink them or not. Children will be able to explain what happens to water before it arrives in our taps. 
- children will list all the different ways in which we use water. They will start to think about whether certain water uses are vital, necessary or unnecessary, and go on to compare uses of water in terms of their importance. In their independent activities, children will discuss and sort different uses of water. In the FSD? activity, children
will complete a simple survey about how they use water at home, and then discuss these results as a class
- Children learn that not everyone in the world has easy access to water. They will find out how much water the average person in the UK uses per day, and then explore what activities this is used on around the home. Children will begin to understand why it is important to save water, and look at ways in which we could use less water. In their independent activities, children will advise a family on how to use less water.  

	Climate Action: Know better, do better
- Children will learn about each other’s personal experiences, knowledge and feelings concerning climate change. They will also be able to look for what is common across those experiences and feelings.
- Children will start to understand what climate change is, what causes it, and the negative impact global warming is having on our planet. They will look specifically at some of the major contributors of greenhouse gases and what some of the most common greenhouse gases (carbon dioxide and methane) are, and begin to explore specific ways in which they are making the climate unstable
- Children will recap what climate change is and what is causing it before looking at the Industrial Revolution and how this changed the way we lived. They will then go on to look at how consumers have the power to make companies change the ways they behave. They will consider how they can encourage companies to behave in more eco-friendly ways.
- Children will continue the idea of their own voices being powerful in the fight against climate change as they consider ways they can teach adults how to make more ecofriendly choices in their daily lives. They will think about some of the ways they can teach adults to change their bad habits and what the impact of this might be.

	Decent Work & Economic Growth:
What is free trade?
- Children can gain a vivid insight into the banana supply chain and research the countries where bananas are grown. They will get to grips with Fairtrade and think critically about the enormous impact it can have on the lives of smallholder farmers.
- Children learn about Fairtrade, the textiles industry and India 
- Children will start by making some shopping decisions of their own before going on to explore why fair trade is becoming more and more of an important factor in consumer
choice. They will find out what fair trade is and why it is necessary, and what fair trade organisations do to support farmers and workers.
- Children will start by considering which foods they would and wouldn’t be able to eat at breakfast if they could only have foods produced in Britain. They will then recap what fair trade is and why fair trade organisations are necessary, before going on to consider ways in which they can support fair trade.
- Children will have the opportunity to plan and carry out a project of their own to help support fair trade products or a fair trade organisation. They will identify that, even though they are children, they have the power to make important changes.
Children are encouraged to think of as many ways as they can to support fair trade.
	Affordable and Clean Energy:
Circular economies
- Children will learn to analyse and reduce energy and paper use in our school, and to compare with others around the world that we are connected to
- They will be able to present and interpret data in tables and charts and use data as evidence in report writing
- Children will learn what an economy is and the differences between linear and circular economies. They are encouraged to discuss the societal and environmental benefits that a circular economy provides and begin to understand how a circular
economy works, using nature as an example.
- Children will learn and discuss different ways that producers can change the ways in which their customers consume their products.
- Children will investigate how products can be leased to consumers and how this can reduce waste and the amount of finite resources and materials we are taking from the earth.
- Children discuss the concept of collaborative consumption and how this is not a new idea, but that it is a necessary step towards joining a circular economy. The children explore the different ways communities are already participating in collaborative consumption and are encouraged to think of ways to introduce a collaborative consumption initiative in their own community.
	Responsible consumption & Reproduction:
Fast Fashion
- Children will learn and about the properties of plastic and find solutions to problems caused by plastic waste globally
- Children will take part in a ‘Paper bag challenge’ to show how people work so hard, yet earn so little. Using real cost-of-living prices and wages, children will get an idea of how they would manage if they had to survive making and selling paper bags.
- Children will learn about the changing attitudes to clothing we have now and how this compares to the attitudes of the past 100 years. They will be challenged to reflect on their own clothing habits and think about the difference between want and need when deciding to buy new clothes. They then begin to look at the process of making clothing and use this to think about why we have the fast fashion industry
- Children will explore the fast fashion industry throughout the process of making clothing. They will look at the environmental impacts of cotton farming, the workers’ rights in garment factories and how consumers’ attitude to cheap and disposable clothing is impacting our environment through increased waste.

- Children will begin to think about ways to combat the issues they learnt about. They will think about their role as a consumer and how their actions and choices can voice their opinions and reduce the waste that is being produced from disposable fashion. They are challenged to reach out to the wider community by filming videos or planning an event to prolong the life of clothing.

	
	This unit introduces the concept of locational knowledge and simple map reading skills. This will be built on each year and sets the foundations for future learning about cities in Year 2 and then extending to Europe in Year 3 and finally North and South America in Year 4. They will also use this knowledge to help them to support their learning about the rest of the United Kingdom in Year 6. A focus on their homes will set the foundations for their Autumn topic on ‘Homes’ in history. The learning of Kenya begins to build their knowledge of areas of the world outside of their home country. Children’s growing understanding of water and the inequality to the access of clean water will set the foundation of future learning on water sanitation, as well as the wider impact on climate change and the contributing factors in KS2 
	Children will use the knowledge gained in year 1 to further explore cities other than London. The study of Edinburgh will build their prior knowledge on Scotland before they study the United Kingdom in Year 6. Vancouver will continue to develop their locational knowledge and will build on knowledge they will later develop around North and South America. Cape Town will build on children’s knowledge of Africa and the similarities and differences between Cape Town and Kenya from Year 1. Understanding the concept of a city will be further developed in Year 3 when children study in detail some capital cities in Europe and the Mediterranean in year 4. Map skills are further developed from their knowledge of simple maps by exploring symbols and viewing birds eye view maps, such as an ordinance survey. The Year 2 history unit ‘Londinium to London – a history of the River Thames’ further develops their map reading skills by locating the River Thames on a map and finding the source. This skill will be developed further in Mountains, rivers and coasts’ in Year 3. 
	Children’s locational knowledge is widened from the UK in KS1 into Europe and the Mediterranean. They will understand and name the 7 continents, building on learning in KS1 (Oceans and Seas and Frozen Planet). This also builds on learning from ‘Oceans and seas’ in Year 1 to study these in more detail within Europe and the Mediterranean. Map skills are further developed from birds eye view and ordinance surveys to look at maps on a wider scale, identifying landmarks and capital cities and labelling these on a map. They will also study maps in greater detail, following a river from source to mouth in the topic ‘Mountains, rivers and seas’, using scales to identify precise information around length, as well as identify countries that they pass through. It will also build their knowledge of the United Kingdom which they will further develop in Year 6. They will also extend their knowledge beyond Modern Europe, exploring the Himalayas. Their knowledge of the water cycle will be revisited in Year 4 in the context of Rainforest and some of the devastating consequences this can have in certain regions.  Work on climate change and a study of the Industrial Revolution will link to prior history learning about the Victorians in Y1, as well as future learning in year 5, as well as set the foundations for understanding the effects of a linear economy studied in Year 5.
	Children’s prior knowledge in Year 3 of Modern Europe will support their understanding of temperate rainforests, considering their knowledge of climate zones studied in in this unit. They will continue to expand on this knowledge in the Year 5 unit North and South America by studying rainforests in both regions, as well as identifying similarities between different tribes. This knowledge will be developed in the Year 6 topic ‘Comparing people and places’. Children will develop their map skills by identifying lines of latitude and longitude in North and South America to help them to understand more about the climate and what impact this has on the continent. They will study this in further detail in Comparing People and Places in Year 6. The understanding and location of fault lines will be further developed in the Year 5 unit ‘ Volcanos’ and through the study of North and South America in Year 5. The Mediterranean topic takes a deeper look into Europe and studies the biome, as well as what makes it so popular with tourists. A focus on Fair Trade will link to children’s previous topic on Rainforests and how this can support the preservation of the Amazon.   
	Children will build on prior knowledge of the UK from their study of a range of rivers in Year 3, as well as their learning in KS1 of their local area and cities such as London and Edinburgh. They will understand how to use the contours on maps to determine the height of a mountain, continuing to build on their knowledge of mountains from the Year 3 unit ‘Mountain, rivers and coasts’ and use this learning to identify the difference between mountains and hills. They will build on prior knowledge of fault lines identified in Year 4 and link these to tectonic plates and the ways they contribute to the creation of volcanoes. The study of Hawaii also continues to develop children’s locational knowledge, applying their knowledge of latitude and longitude to this region.
	Children will continue to build their locational knowledge of the UK, Europe and North and South American to consider the reasons why people may choose to live in particular areas. They will develop their map skills by studying national maps as well as satellite images to locate areas of denser population, as well as using them to navigate around a city. Children will undertake field research to support their understanding of human geography. Prior learning of the Ancient Egyptians for history in Year 3 will ensure they can refer back to the successful civilisation of Egyptians due to their decision to settle around the river Nile, as well as the successes of the Greek civilisation. They will use their knowledge of how this supported trade  links and the ability to colonise successfully, as well as historical knowledge of to other time periods such as Ancient Benin (Year 6) and the history of the River Thames in Year 2.
